Years Learning Framework, or the My Time, Our Place framework and how they foster understanding of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
ways of knowing, being and doing.

Engage with the Evaluating Resources professional learning resource to critically reflect on the curriculum resources and activities you have
selected to support teaching/learning about Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander content and perspectives.

Reflect on any gaps or opportunities for improvement in your curriculum plan, or in your personal/professional knowledge about Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander histories and cultures.
